1.  Treasurer’s Report

The finances of the Society remain stable and in good shape.  There has been slight growth over the last year.  96 participants pre-registered to the annual meeting this year (which was greatly appreciated for planning purposes).  The transition from Erlbaum to Taylor & Francis publishers has presented some challenges but has overall been successful thus far.

2.  Secretary’s Report

This year’s Governing Board elections results were reported.  The three new members of the Governing Board are Max Louwerse, Paul van den Broek, and Jenny Wiley.

3.  Annual Meeting Report 

The conference committee and organizers (Tony Sanford, Alison Sanford, Catherine Emmott, and Linda Moxey) were acknowledged for their hard work organizing this year’s conference.  

Conference information was provided by Tony Sanford:  There were a total of 140 submissions.  36 papers and 60 posters were accepted.  3 plenary speakers were included, as well as 3 symposia, with a total of 12 sessions.  Approximately 120 attendees are expected.  (NOTE: As of 7/17, there were 128 participants at this year’s conference).

4.  Discourse Processes Report by Michael Schober

The transition from Erlbaum to Taylor & Francis has created a few delays but is on track.  Prior financial agreements with LEA will be honored by T&F.  From 7/1/06 – 6/30/07, there were 76 submissions and 74 revised manuscript submissions.  97% of those submissions were not accepted in their submitted form; 4% were accepted with minor revision.  Multiple revisions have often been required through the review process.  The average decision time on a manuscript is 3 months.  211 reviewers have completed reviews, averaging 40 days per review.
