Treasure report by Jennifer Wiley

The finances of the Society remain stable and in good shape

There are currently 229 members, which is higher than the previous year.  Three hundred members was offered as optimally number to insure the financial stability of the Society

There were 147 participants at this year’s conference (122 paid, 100 of which preregistered;  25 fee waived (assistants, officers, invited guest speakers).  

The pre-conference workshop was a success with approximately 45 paid attendees.

Conference Committee report by Danielle McNamara

The 2007 conference will be held in Glasgow on July 8-11, after the Psychonomics Society

A location for the 2008 conference has not be selected.  Members present at the meeting were asked to consider hosting the conference.  Danielle McNamara suggested two possible locations to coincide with either the Cognitive Science or SSSR conferences.  The Cognitive Science Conference will be held in Washington, DC, and the SSSR conference will be held in Ashville, NC. Danielle McNamara offered to consider hosting the conference in Memphis.  

Members were asked to consider submitting proposals for future pre-conference 
workshops.


A location for the 2009 conference should be chosen as soon as possible.

Discourse Processes report by Michael Schober

Submission of manuscripts and reviews is now entirely electronic

There were 80 manuscripts submitted since last July.

There is an average of 61 days between submission and decision.

Twenty two percent of the manuscripts were accepted for publication and 6% were accepted on first submission. Twenty two percent of the manuscripts were  rejected on first submission.

Michael Schober stated an explicit goal of having papers address the issue of the broader impact of the work.
